Probation and Parole who explained to our group what happens when a client is released back into the
community after a custodial sentence. Mr Houlahan and a student volunteer were alcohol and drug tested
and it was pleasing to note that both tests came back negative.

Student spent time observing the proceedings in the court where justice was dispensed in a timely manner.
The magistrate, as the coroner, spoke to the students at morning tea about the evils of drugs and how it
impacts on young people. Woe betide one of these students if they cross over to the dark side.

A visit to the police station included meeting the smallest police recruits, a sniffer dog and general duties
dog. This was the highlight of the trip for Mr Houlahan, although he was a little concerned when the
German Shepherd went into “attack mode”. A rare opportunity to tour the station coupled with informative
talks by the Police Liaison Officer, Domestic Violence Officer and Sergeant Stafford provided some
salutary observations for the students.

The final visit was to the Port Macquarie Legal Aid office where the students were regaled with stories of
the underbelly of society. A role play was created involving Jack Campbell and Ashleigh Stafford which
resulted in Jack being sent to the “big house”.
