Busways is the school bus operator that runs your schools’ bus services. To find your child’s
school bus timetable visit the Busways website by using the following steps:

Click on ‘school services’ in the navigation bar and then proceed to ‘school timetables’2.
Enter the school’s name in the field that says ‘enter a school name’3.
Select the school’s name and the timetable should open on your device. If you are unable
to find or search for the school’s name, use the drop-down menus on the same web page
to find the school.
